Dr. Frank Scaturro

The son of an Italian immigrant, Frank Scaturro was born in NYC and raised in New Hyde
Par k, a Boy Scout who attained the rank of Eagle Scout. Fran
includes memberships in numerous civic and church organizations. In 1993, he served as an
intern in the district office of Representative David Levy. In 1991, Frank volunteered with
the National Park Service and began guiding tours of nearby G
discovering rampant desecration at the site, Frank blew the whistle on government neglect.
He founded a non -profit organization, the Grant Monument Association, to serve as an
outlet for citizen support for the monument. By 1997, his many reports and memos were
answered with a $1.8 million face -lift.
For over four years, Frank served as Counsel for the Constitution on the Senate
Judiciary Committee. In that capacity, he focused on executive and judicial nominations
and legislation related to constitutional law issues. Frank was a key aide on the nominations
of Chief John Roberts and Justice Samuel Alito to the Supreme Court and the last two
attorney general nominations. In 2009, he assumed a visiting professorship at Hofstra
Law School, where he taught courses on constitutional law and the legislative process.
Frank is currently a partner at FSB FisherBroyles and works with its litigation and political
law groups.
Frank has published a number of books and articles in the area of history and law.
