France, by the turn of the twentieth century, experienced unprecedented growth and stature

Scores of Jewish artists immigrated from Austria, Bulgaria, Germany, Italy, Poland, Rumania, and 

Russia to escape pogroms, persecution, and injustice, and seek fame and fortune. Most of these

tre and Montparnasse. Making a living when poverty seemed a luxury engendered the truly crea-

tive. Jewish artists, till then, played little if any role in the development of visual arts in the West 

due to the fact that Western art had been, chiefly, an edifice of Christian art for almost two millen-

nia and traditional Jewish prohibitions against image -making castigated an education in art as ta-

boo. This was about to change.  

Jewish artists, such as Pascin, Bondy, Modigliani, Soutine, Kisling, Lipchitz, Chagall, Janco, came to 

learn, live, and interact with their non -Jewish peers such as Matisse, Gris, Brancusi, Picasso, Delau-

top of everything to encompass the oeuvre or ism(s) of a painter. Many adhered to the philosophy 

of Nietzsche of holding sacred all those which can exalt, excite, provoke, stimulate, and perpetuate, 

the intelligence to its maximum creative power. Many espoused the belief that to be truly creative 

is to embrace defiance and disorder. 

This group established themselves as the vanguard of the artist colony in Paris; willing to live at 

the fringes of society and at the precipice associated with their will or lack thereof to commercialize 

their work. Modigliani, whose short life and tribulations depicts the hardships and conundrums of

Much of the socialization between the artists happened at Café du Domé in Montparnasse. Friend-

ships between painters and their extended circles, which included writers, art dealers, gallery own-
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ers, and buyers, such as the Havemeyers and the Steins, became life-long bonds and convictions 

that endured two World Wars and the various splintering to different continents. The creative 

energies unleashed by the painters living in Montparnasse generated new artistic movements 

that led to Cubism, Surrealism, Dadaism, Post Impressionism, Futurism, and the unclassifiable. 

The circle of friends that each artist kept enhanced the influence and place of many artists in the 

history of Modern Art. Commercialization came posthumously for most. Montparnasse contin-

ues to be a safe haven for artists from all walks of life.   

This article is dedicated to Warren Tuckman: a loving Father, A Brilliant Artist, a Renaissance 

man, a Professor, a Computer Jock, and a great Friend to many , who left his easel and brush too 

soon at age 49. May he find peace among the great Jewish artists of Montparnasse.
